FAQ Drayton Manor Trip – October 2025

Who is the event for?
For Guides, Rangers, young leaders and their leaders.

What’s included?
· Full day access into Drayton Manor Theme Park on Saturday
· Complimentary car parking
· Luggage storage
· Indoor Overnight Sleepover on Saturday Night (to include security and First Aid Provision)
· Evening buffet
· Hot chocolate and cookies before lights out
· Breakfast
· Badge
· Leaders that require access to the park would be the same price.  
· They have offered a catering only package for those support staff that do not wish to enter the park for £40

How do we book for this event?
Booking is made on the Girlguiding Worcestershire website. Please specify which weekend you would prefer and when we have enough numbers we will confirm which one you are booked onto.  If you can go on either date, please tick both. Please let us have your estimated numbers asap so that we can confirm dates with Drayton Manor –  we would require a non refundable deposit of £25 per girl/adult by the end of April.  This can be transferred to another girl if they pull out.  Final payment by 05 Sep 2025.

What is the cost of attending this event?
The event costs £70 per Guide/Ranger/Young Leader and £40 per leader. If leaders wish to enter the park, this will be £70.

Can children of leaders attend this event?
No, this event is just for Guides/Rangers/young leaders and their leaders.

How many adults can we book places for? 
Minimum adult:child ratios must be maintained as per our booking policy. Additional places may be available for adults attending with a group

Do members over the age of 18 need a DBS check? 
All members over the age of 18 attending the event in a Leadership capacity must have gone through Girlguiding’s recruitment checks and have a corresponding role on GO.


What do we wear for the event? 
All members of Girlguiding should be in guiding wear with weather appropriate clothing. 

Is food provided at the event?
There will be food provided for the Saturday evening and Sunday morning. However, you will need to make arrangements for food Saturday lunch time. This will be served in the Hamilton Suite – link to view rooms https://www.draytonmanor.co.uk/meetings-events/our-spaces

What are the timings of the event?
Arrival from 9:30am on the Saturday and leave from 9am until 10am on the Sunday

Is there a gift shop/ will girls need pocket money? 
There are gift shops on site. We recommend that you instruct parents to send their daughters with a sensible amount of money in a named purse.

Do we need to bring a first aid kit? 
The venue provides first aid trained staff and have first aid points throughout the park, however Leaders are requested to bring a small first aid kit for their group.
