Who is the event for? 
This event is for Rainbows and their leaders and young leaders
How much do leaders/young leaders pay?

All Leaders/Unit Helpers within the 1:5 ratio are free. Extra leaders over this ratio and young leaders are charged at a subsidised rate of £10. Adults looking after girls that need 1:1 assistance are free of charge
What is the format of this event?  
Units are to make their own travel arrangements to and from the venue. The £20 paid per girl does not cover any travel arrangements.
Upon arrival, your coach will be greeted by a member of Girlguiding.  Please do not get off the coach until you are met as you will be directed through a special gate to the large marquee which will serve as our base for the day. Girls are welcome to leave any belongings here at their own risk. 
Please inform us on the final payment form if you are not arriving by coach.
You will be given a timetable which you must try to adhere to as closely as possible to ensure you make the most of everything on offer. Hatton Adventure World will be around to support and guide groups around the location. 
What activities are on offer for girls? 
Tractor rides, funfair and bouncy castles, children’s entertainer shows, sheep racing, falconry displays, animal encounters and soft play.

What do girls and volunteers need to bring? 

All members will need to bring a packed lunch and a refillable drinks bottle. We recommend girls bring everything they need in a rucksack they can carry by themselves. 

Leaders will need to bring a small first aid kit for their unit. 

We have use of a marquee for lunch, however, leaders may wish to bring picnic blankets or a camping chair for themselves if the weather is nice to eat outside. 

We are providing a badge and goodie bag for all girls, so girls should not bring any spending money.

When do we need to pay for this event and how?
Balance monies are required be made by Monday 23rd April.

 Can children of volunteers or others under 18 attend this event? 
Please refer to our booking policy for our policy on Leaders’ children. All requests for places for children of volunteers and others under 18 must be made via the Girlguiding Worcestershire County Office and NOT included on the booking form. 
Do we need to complete consent forms? 
Each girl needs to complete a consent form. A template consent form can be sent to you (if required) but you will need to add local information with times to meet etc to pass onto parents. These should be kept with Leaders during the day. 
Do we need to have a home contact?

Do we need emergency contact forms?
Yes – you need to complete the emergency contact forms sent by email with this sheet and keep one copy with you, send one to your home contact and hand one in to  at our registrations area on the day.
What do we wear for the event?  
This is a uniformed event - all members of Girlguiding should be in appropriate guiding wear. 
 Is the event ‘exclusive use’? 
No. There will be other members of the public visiting whilst we are there, so please be mindful of this.  
 Do we need to bring a first aid kit? 
We will provide a first aid point; however Leaders are requested to bring a small first aid kit for their group. 
 Can you meet additional needs? 
We do our best to meet all additional needs that our members may have. Contact Girlguiding Worcestershire County Office to discuss at the time of confirming your numbers.

Where can we park and will there be a charge?  
There is free parking available and coach parking.

We will have our own photographers at the event. As this is a large scale event, with over 100 participants, the exception to the photo permissions recorded on GO will apply. This means that photos and videos may be taken and used immediately for event publicity purposes. This is explained to parents on the Information and Consent for Events/Activities form, and parents are instructed that if they do not wish for this to happen, they must talk to their daughter’s Leader. It is then the duty of the Leader to contact the event organisers, Girlguiding Worcestershire. No photograph stickers will be available on the day for those that need them.
