Who is the event for? 
This event is for Brownies, Guides, Rangers and their Leaders/Young Leaders. 
When is the camp?
The camp is from Friday 07 August 2026 until Tuesday 11 August 2026
Where is the camp?
Blackwell Adventure, Agmore Rd, Blackwell, Bromsgrove B60 1PY
Can we arrive before the Friday
Pre-pitching Thursday night for units with access to field with cars/trailers
Do you provide transport?
No, you will need to arrange your own transport with either parents dropping off, mini buses or coaches for unit(s)/district/division.  We will give you arrival/ departure times nearer the time?
Where can we park and will there be a charge? 
Parking is available on. We request that were possible units arrange to share transport to and from the event. There will be parking available for coaches. There is no charge for this
Will there be photography/filming at the event? 
Yes. We have a Media Team who will be taking photos and filming parts of the event. These images will be retained by Girlguiding Worcestershire and used for promotional purposes of future events, and kept as an archive of the event. 
As this is a large scale event, with over 100 participants, the exception to the photo permissions recorded on GO will apply. This means that photos and videos may be taken and used immediately for event publicity purposes. This is explained to parents on the Information and Consent for Events/Activities form, and parents are instructed that if they do not wish for this to happen, they must talk to their daughter’s leader. It is then the duty of the leader to contact the event organisers, Girlguiding Worcestershire. 
Will the girls need pocket money? 
It is planned that there will be stalls selling chips and ice cream plus a shop with some branded items for the camp
What do we wear for the event? 
This is a uniform event. Otherwise ,normal camp wear.
Are there any camp t-shirts/hoodies?
Details of these and prices will be sent after you book
What happens if the weather isn’t on our side for GLOW 2026?
GLOW 2026 will carry on come rain or shine. Some activities may need to be adapted or temporarily abandoned for health and safety reasons but otherwise the camp will continue as normal. We strongly recommend that all attendees bring appropriate clothing, kit and equipment for all weather eventualities

There is no deposit required at this stage, we just need you to register so that we know how many units are interested in attending and approx. number of girls.
What are the payment dates?
End of June 2025 - £40 per girl – non-refundable deposit but can be transferred to another girl
End of November 2025 - £40 per girl
End of Mar 2026 - £40 per girl
End of May 2026 - £40 per girl
Late bookings after 31 Mar 2026 will be charged at £180 per girl 
Adults can pay at any time but final payment on 31 May 2026.
Can children of volunteers or others under 18 attend this event? 
Please refer to our booking policy for our policy on Leaders’ children. All requests for places for children of volunteers and others under 18 must be made via the Girlguiding Worcestershire County Office and NOT included on the booking form. You will need to ensure that you have the correct ratio of girls plus other children to adults in place
Can I book on as Event Team but camp with a Unit?
This is perfectly acceptable.

What is the cut off date for booking?
The ultimate cutoff date for booking to come to GLOW 2026 is 30th April 2026

Will there be days visitors for the camp?
Rainbows and Brownies will be invited for the day on the Sunday at a cost of £30 per girl














COSTS
(Click on title to return to the top of the document)
What is the cost and what do the fees cover?
Participant (Brownie, Guide, Ranger or Young Leader) - £160: site fees, all activities, evening entertainment, main camp badge, lanyard. This does not include any catering or transportation to/from the event.
Late bookings after 31 Mar 2026 will be £180
Leaders/Young Leaders (staying with their unit) with no activities: £30 - site fees, adult programme, evening entertainment, main camp badge, lanyard. This does not include any catering or transportation to/from the event.
Rangers/Young Leaders camping without their unit including activities: £160 - Those who are attending on the Ranger and Young Leader subcamp without their unit or without a Guide unit to link with, central catering will be available at an additional cost of £45 for 4 nights
Event Team staying the whole week:- £30  site fees, adult programme, evening entertainment, t-shirt, necker, main camp badge, lanyard. This does not include any catering or transportation to/from the event. Catering is available for staff at an additional cost of £45 per person.  
Service Team - £100 for up to 6 nights (plus catering - £25) site fees, evening entertainment, necker, t-shirt, main camp badge, lanyard, 2 activities. This does not include transportation to/from the event. 
Day helpers - £10 including necker, refreshments and lunch
Can male unit helpers come to GLOW with a Group?
Yes male unit helpers can come to GLOW with a group. They will require to be on GO, have a valid DBS and complete the Safer Guiding course. All male adults attending GLOW will need to have separate accommodation.
What are the costs for Rainbows and Brownies for the day on the Sunday?
Rainbows and Brownies will be £30 for the day on the Sunday which will include an adventurous activity, other activities and hopefully a fun fair.  Food is not included so will need to bring a packed lunch 


CAMPSITES

Will Brownies, Guides and Rangers be on separate camp sites?
We have booked the whole site at Blackwell Adventure and the different sections will camp in different fields.  Young Leaders will camp with their section unless they are part of the service team.
Will our Group need to construct a Gateway to our Camping area?
There is no obligation to construct a gateway to your campsite, though many groups may like to. The gateways add to the feel of the camp but it is not mandatory. 
If you do choose to build a gateway then please ensure its safety and stability for all campers. 
Can we cook on open fires?
Open fires are prohibited within the sub camp areas. All cooking within these areas should take place over gas.
Can we cook with gas?
Yes – Please ensure that your gas equipment is in good working order, in date and all connections are secure. 
Will there be fridges/freezers available?

There is a shed near the activity office that is full of fridges and freezers.  However, units need to order e.g. milk to be delivered to camp not fill a whole fridge with the week’s supply. 
Anything left in the fridges/freezers is done so at the individual/groups own risk and the Camp team hold no responsibility for them. 
Please ensure that any items left in the fridges/freezers is clearly marked with a name and unit name.
Any items not collected by the end of camp will be donated. 
What are the water facilities and showers available?
There will be site-wide access to water taps to enable Groups to fill up water barrels/canisters. Water barrels/canisters must only be filled at the designated taps. Please be aware that there may be a short walk so groups may wish to consider a trolley for transportation.
Taps and the basins in the toilets are not to be used for washing up or drinking. 
There are shower blocks on site but these may get busy.  If we have large numbers, we will bring in portable shower blocks
Where can I put my rubbish during the camp?
Groups are responsible for clearing their individual camping areas and shared areas within their sub-camps. Please help us by tidying the site whilst you walk around.  
Please ensure all rubbish is bagged and disposed in the bins provided. Please do not leave broken tents, gazebos, or unwanted decorations in the bins at the end of camp, these must be removed and disposed of by units.
Will there be smoking areas provided?
There will be designated smoking areas at the camp. All those who wish to smoke and vape MUST ONLY do so at these designated locations. 











CATERING AND EQUIPMENT

Do we need to bring our own camping equipment
Yes, but contact us if you are short of anything and we may be able to arrange for you to borrow items
Can we cater with our units or district/divisions?
This is up to you and how many people in your unit.  We are unable to provide central catering for units
Can we have food delivered?
Yes, There will be a centrally organised Tesco delivery ordering service with a delivery to camp each day for Units.
Is catering available if we are helping?
If helping for the day lunch will be provided – see costs under COSTING.  We will be providing catering for the Service Team at an additional cost of £25. If staying for the whole camp the Event Team catering will be an additional cost of £45 on their camp fees.










FORMS AND COMPLIANCE

Do I need a Going Away License?
No residential qualification is required for this event, however group leaders much ensure that correct provisions such as catering and first aid have been fulfilled in line with Girlguiding’s requirements. There will always be support available for new camper/nervous campers etc. Our sub camps team are always available before camp and on site to offer support to any of our units camping at GLOW. We will check that we have enough leaders with the relevant outdoor qualifications
If you would like to complete your Going Away With qualification at GLOW, please get in touch with the county outdoor team on residential@girlguidingworcs.org.uk
Do we need to complete a REN form?
Yes – this needs to be signed by your Commissioner – if they are attending the camp it will need to go to the next level e.g. if District Commissioner is going on the camp the Division Commissioner will need to sign it.
When does Part 1 of REN need to be completed by?
12 weeks before event i.e.15 May
When does Part 2 need to be completed?
4 weeks before the event i.e.by 10 July
Do we need to complete consent forms? 
Yes – A template consent from will be sent to each Unit but you will need to add your own details about transport, where and when to meet etc and pass onto parents. These should be kept with Leaders during the camp and a copy sent in before the camp.
Do we need to complete Health Forms?
Yes – a copy of these need to sent in 4 weeks before the event (10 July) and will be put into plastic holders with lanyards for the girls/adults in case of emergencies.  The central team will need a summary with any updates/changes at the beginning of the camp. Please complete fully so that support can be in place if necessary.  Leader needs to keep original.


Do we need our own Home Contact?
Yes, there will be an overall Home contact(s) for the entire camp but you will need to set up one for your unit.
My DBS runs out during camp, what shall I do?
All DBSs need to be valid for the whole of the camp. You can apply for a new DBS up to 6 months before the expiry date.
My Safer Guiding runs out during camp, what shall I do?
Please ensure that everyone has completed either Safer Guiding or still has a valid Safe course.  This needs to be completed at least 4 weeks before the camp so that the REN can be signed off
Do we need to bring a first aider? 
Each unit will need to have their own nominated First Aider for the event for minor injuries..  There will be a central First Aid team that will located on site (position to be notified nearer the time) who will deal with emergencies All units are expected to operate within normal Girlguiding guidelines in terms of qualified first aiders and suitable first aid kits. It is expected that where possible the ‘first response’ for first aid and TLC will be from the Unit Leaders. 












INCLUSION, HEALTH and WELL BEING

I have a disability, can I attend?
Of course! GLOW is an all inclusive camp and every reasonable effort will be made to support attendees with a disability. Please remember to record on booking system.
Will there be facilities for anyone with additional needs?
Yes - As long as any additional needs that are required are recorded on the booking system, and followed up during the pre-camp period, our Health, Inclusion and Wellbeing Team will support your group with putting any measures in place.
Will there be a separate are to go if girls/adults need a quiet area?
Yes – the Health, Inclusion and Well Being team will set up an area with calming activities if wanted. 
Is GLOW accessible for wheelchair users?
GLOW is located at Blackwell Adventure. The ground is mostly level however access with wheelchairs may become more difficult in damp conditions. Where possible we recommend bringing an all terrain or off-road wheelchair - we will make every reasonable effort to assist wheelchair users.
Are there fridges available to store medications?
There is a shed near the activity office that is full of fridges and freezers.  We should also be able to sore  some medications in the fridges in the Manor House





PROGRAMME

What activities are on offer for girls?
There will be a mixture of adventurous and challenging activities in the day plus extra activities in the evening e.g. tribute bands; silent disco.  There will other activities that you can dip into when you have a free moment e.g. craft/camp challenges
