Service Team are members aged 14+ that provide ‘service’ to all parts of the camp. We have so many roles on camp ranging from helping run activities for the campers, keeping camp clean and assisting other teams carry out their tasks. 
During the week duties are divided up evenly, so everyone gets a fair share! There are several elements to the service team that are packed full of fun and hard work. These are a few examples:-
· Helping set up the infrastructure – e.g. gazebos, stages
· In charge of running activities like craft or stalls at the fun fair
· Helping out security where they will be checking who comes and goes from the site
· Helping prepare for the evening entertainment! 
· Assisting units on arrival departure with their equipment and setting up their camp sites
· Keeping the site tidy
Many think all they do is clean and pick up litter – that’s just one of hundreds of jobs and activities that service team get to do.
If staying for the whole week they also get a day off, which is of their own choosing and can pick which activities they would like to do.  The cost for the whole week will be £100 or £20 per day including catering?

These are all the practical things service team get up to, but the most important part of service team is being part of it! There will be the opportunity to meet girls from across the county and be merged into a series of teams enabling everyone to meet new people and create new friendships. Being part of the GLOW Service Team can count towards some of the awards within Guiding such as your Queen’s Guide and Duke of Edinburgh.  
During the week service team are expected to work hard and get stuck in to camp life. But also to have fun and enjoy the GLOW experience.
